· The event/activity may not be a school event (play, concert, etc.)

· Provide documentation of your visit (flyer, program, pictures, etc.,)
· Sample events may include but at not limited to:

· Art Exhibit/Museum

· Historical Exhibit/Museum

· Dance/Theatre/Opera Event

· Historical Reenactment

· Community Event (Apple Festival, etc.)

· Government meeting (school board, city council, etc.)

Extra Credit

Extra credit (20%) may be earned if a parent/guardian also attends the event.  A student may gain this credit said parent/guardian will have to turn in a half page paper (may be handwritten) about their experience.  This paper must be signed by said parent/guardian.
